Ms. Tenney represents parts of Oswego and Oneida counties and serves, among others, on the Committee on Higher  

Education. She is an attorney, businesswoman and advocate for the people of Central New York. She has been a vocal  

opponent of the governorõs plan to close prisons and supports consolidation. She is working to ensure that the 9-1-1  

call centers are properly funded. Ms. Tenney was the only American employed by the Consulate General of Yugoslavia.  

She published and produced the first Bosnian newspaper in Utica. Claudia graduated from Colgate University and the  

Taft College of Law at the University of Cincinnati. She is admitted to all federal courts, including the United States

1.What is your favorite book?

My favorite thing about visiting the library is to find out about all the latest book releases and reviews.  

 

3. You are known for your support of libraries.  What led you to this role? 

My mother started taking me to the Utica Public Library when I was very young. I always remember how  

beautiful it was and the incredible collection of books. It was, and still is, exciting to òsign outó a book. 

 

4. Who first introduced you to libraries?  

My mother, but I continued my interest in libraries as a student at Colgate and spent even more time there as a law  

student where library usage is critical to the legal study. I also worked at Lexis/Nexis-the first computer database for the  

legal profession. 
 

I became the publisher of the weekly newspaper group started by my family which once again focused me on the  

important resources needed from our public libraries. Research and factual data are critical to the accuracy and credibility  

of a newspaper.           

 

5. Librarians must continually lobby for funding.  What advice would you give them as to what has the most  

    impact on elected officials? 

I would impress on our public officials the importance of public libraries in our lives. Libraries are no longer rooms filled 

with volumes of books. Libraries are very elaborate high tech centers that help us to organize and sort trillions of printed 

words which are bombarding our society each day. These high tech information exchanges provide critically valuable  

data that is essential in every aspect of human life: education, medical technology and legal research, just to name a few. 

Libraries in rural and urban communities provide literacy programs and access to the internet for people of all ages and 

walks of life who otherwise would not have access. 
 

Libraries enrich our knowledge and our search for the truth. Libraries are critical to helping all of us navigate through  

the information overload that defines our age. No other public institution provides those universal services to our  

communities.
