Introduction to Copyright Law for Librarians and Archivists
with Peter Hirtle, Cornell University*

Copyright law can be an area of great uncertainty and risk when reproducing material for
users, for a web site, or for preservation. Even in the best of circumstances, the copyright
status of some material, or the legality of a repository making the material available on the
Web, may be sources of concern. This workshop will explore what strategies a library can
follow to minimize the risks inherent when reproducing material.

Topics covered will include an introduction to basic copyright law and the Digital
Millennium Copyright Act, including "fair use" and "public domain" issues; methods for
assessing the copyright status of materials; and issues associated with the reproduction of
particular formats. It will also discuss what options you have to protect your own
intellectual property. Throughout, the presentation will emphasize that librarians need to
work with their administrators to establish a mutually acceptable level of institutional
risk.
