4. Old Business

· Environmental Monitoring Project update: Susan reported she has contacted Michelle Philips, the conservator who previously worked on the grant, and she is willing to participate again.  Philips has been trained in Climate Notebook (www.climatenotebook.org) from IPI and recommends using it for the grant project.  Discussion followed: would that disqualify some participants who did not have the proper computer power or computers at all? Would the grant pay for the software?  It was suggested Susan talk with Michelle about 2 groups: one using the software and one doing the project using more traditional recordkeeping.  Susan will check on system requirements for the software and whether the grant will pay for the program and dataloggers.  
· Digitization and copyright workshop: the proposed date of workshop is changed due to the need to find a new location.  Susan will check into this.  It is possible we may be able to use the classroom at CXTec in N. Syracuse.  
· Tour of Gaylord facility for committee: Susan has contacted Jack Durant and he is happy to give us a tour.  Nov. 29 was proposed, with backup dates of Dec. 5 or 6.  Susan will contact Andy to be sure he is available and then set up the tour.  It was suggested we tour in the morning and then meet over lunch.
· New members for committee:  JoAnn McHugh, Utica College, was suggested to re-join the committee as she expressed interest; also, David Stokoe, the conservator at SU who took Donia Conn’s place, will be invited.  Colleen and Kathy are both being reappointed to the committee, as their current terms end in Oct.
