3. Abridged ILL workshop 10/21/05 - Planning Stages: This will be held at the Noreen Reale Falcone Library at Le Moyne College. Topics will be: paperless management systems for ILL (with discussions of ILLIAD and CLIO) and delivery methods for ILL, and perhaps a visit from Jon Penn of Nylink.
4. The CLRC Delivery Contract: Nancy Howe and Mike McLane will be meeting with Dan Bollen (president of Independent Courier) to discuss this year’s contract. CLRC will be proposing a reduction in price due the decreased volume in the number of packages handled by the courier (evidenced by the monthly statistics provided by Independent Courier). 
5. Bibliographic Service Manual update for 2006: Nancy Howe will be revising it to reflect the changes in the last year, especially with regard to OCLC. She will be sending sections by e-mail to the Bibliographic Services Committee for comment/edit. This document will be ready for June 2006 ILL meeting.
