1. Minutes from July 21, 2009: Moved [Joan Wolek] / Second [Betsy Burton] / All approved.
2. Next ILL Workshop Planning:
· Tentative date: Friday, June 4, 2010

·  Go back to Morrisville State College.  Convenient parking.
· Full-day workshop. Easier on participants that would drive a long distance.

· Format with no-breakouts works better for the attendees and planning.

· Presentations should be about learning something new and not a product sales pitch. 
· Possible presenters:

· Committee agreed they missed Jon Penn’s OCLC update last year and would like 

        to see that included again this year.

· Specialized librarian to talk about their responsibilities (e.g., small rural library,

        museum, hospital, etc)

3. Distance Access Program (DAP):
· Last month, a Distance Access Program survey was sent out to CLRC member directors from the LRS committee. According to the responses, 92% allow borrowing of materials. 90% allow on-site access to materials for non-primary patrons, over half requiring an appointment.  67% said they would be interested in participating in DAP.   
· Committee discussed some details of the possible program. 
· Small number of responses to preliminary survey may be an indication of the lack of interest in such a program. 

· Existing lending policies of ALL member libraries should be available to review.  Betsy suggested adding them as a separate link to the CLRC website so patrons from all libraries can be referred to one place.  Committee agreed that this should be in place first.
· The pilot project should include the initial respondents that showed interest, but only if there is a mix of types of libraries. 
· Committee agreed that the onus of late/lost fees is on the patron, and the lending library or home library should NOT have to follow-up on collection. If this is a CLRC initiated program, CLRC should be responsible for the return/cost of the items.

· Committee could not decide whether to put limitations on the number of items to be loaned to one person, a patron could borrow from several institutions at one time.
· Anna felt that a one-year access term was too long.
· Deborah mentioned that Faxton-St. Luke’s would not loan. Michelle said Env Research would not loan. Joan said Hamilton already offered access to the immediate region and that it would be difficult to steer the College Board differently. Betsy did not recall any access requests from OCPL patrons.
· The committee did not see DAP as a needed service in this region at this time. ILL is working fine. There doesn’t seem to be a sense of urgency in receiving items, other than medical information, which usually comes quickly from an emailed article. Current medical books and textbooks would not be loaned anyway because the hospital/ university would need them  for its staff or students.
