1.   Review of minutes from December 6, 2007

2.   Budget for 2007-2008
· There is money in the budget that needs to be spent (see the office supplies line). 
· The subscription to Doody’s Electronic Journals will absorb the Up-to-Date-Line (which will not be renewed); the $1,510 for Up-to-Date will instead be used to pay for six (6) Doody’s subscriptions. 

· Nancy needs to work with Courtney on the $840 OCLC billing.

· WALDO needs to be paid for LWW.
· Could Angela’s computer be upgraded?  Penelope will ask.
· Telephone charges are under-budget.

· Angela has spent funds recently on promotions and printing.

· What do we do with the extra miscellaneous money? Possibly use it to furthere subsidize NewsBank subscriptions for all hospitals..
· 2008-2009 Proposed Budget
· Penelope went over the proposed budget line by line.
· It is assumed that funding will remain the same.
· Hospital contracts are going out today for 2008-2009.

· Should rural contracts be raised by 5%? This needs to be discussed at a future meeting. 
· Penelope will offer a Doody’s subscription to SUNY Upstate. That would increase our subscriptions to seven (7) at $340 each.

· The budget will include professional development/conference funds for Angela.

· Librarians are not entirely pleased with content.
· Should committee look at EBSCO? (no) or stay with LWW ?(yes)
