Minutes from January 2010: 
The January minutes were approved. Moved [Gale Barone] / Seconded [Janis van Court]. Approved unanimously.

Action items:

· Angela will send out information for CE classes

· Angela will send out Stat!Ref statistics

Budget:
· CLRC received HLSP funding for year ending March 2010. Total midyear reduction of  $56,400 with a $4,600 shortfall.  

· Workshop funding for two CEs was taken out of the HLSP funding and written into LSTA funding. Funds for a new laptop and for promotion of the circuit program was removed. The remainder of the shortfall will come from CLRC’s program management fee, which averages $7,700 so CLRC will take a loss. 

· Still waiting word on Senator Valesky funds. 

· No information available as yet for next year’s funding. 

Nancy - This year, StatRef had been paid from last year’s budget because of how the due date fell. If a proposed 4.6% cut occurs next year, CLRC will have to ask members to pay for a  percentage of the databases, as shown on an earlier budget sheet. Statref renewal is in May. Not sure when HLSP money is coming in. Everyone needs to look at their usage to see if they still want StatRef. If not, we need to go back to the vendor and negotiate for less sites. Are sites willing to pay for part of the cost or do they not want StatRef at all? Cost about $7000. CLRC will be looking at all databases carefully.
MISP:
· Nancy received MISP funds and has been processing invoices

Continuing Education:
LSTA grant is in effect 4/1/10. Two CE classes for medical librarians have been included for each year of the two-year cycle. Rochester offered NLM training on gateway and pubmed as well as knowledge training in the hospital. Are pubmed training classes useful? Jim – Public libraries may be interested but not sure about the hospitals. MLA had some neat ones on consumer health and RSS feeds so we should revisit their list. Penelope - could go to MLA web site and choose top 3 then take this list and go from there. The ideal is a class with medical library appeal but also with some interest to academics and publics. Nancy – but if there is a topic that is of burning interest to medical only, that’s ok. Penelope – Perhaps something to do with electronic records?
Circuit Report:
Requests have remained steady at all three libraries, although there has been a drop in actual visits at Oneida since the library was placed in its temporary holding area. Those who would have stopped in have switched to email and phone.

I created a poster about the services the library can provide for Rome’s Quarterly Medical Staff Meeting on March 16.

I provided backup for Deborah while she was on vacation; assisting three Faxton staff with research and document requests. 

The Go Local has been dropped by NLM. I am currently adding support group records until March 22 to round off the database and April will transfer the data to us on March 29.

Kris Delaney requested StatRef statistics for her hospital report.

Other:
Penelope – Will have a Go Local meeting with Christina to make available the go local data to member libraries. CLRC needs to have a product to show what was done with the member item money.
