Hospital Library Services Committee Meeting

Meeting called to order at 9:30 a.m.

Introductions: The new CLRC Medical Circuit Librarian, Sally Hillegas, was introduced.

Circuit Program Update: CLRC received one response to the RFP for a new home base for the hospital circuit program from SUNY IT. CLRC also submitted a response. Both responses were reviewed by the Committee.  It was decided that until September 2006, Sally will work out of her home in Guilderland, NY. This is being conducted on a trial basis and the arrangement will be evaluated in September 2006. Penelope will request that Dan Schabert, director of SUNY IT’s Peter J. Cayan Library, keep his offer open during this trial process. 

Sally has scheduled her initial site visits to all three circuit hospitals and they are as follows: 

· Oneida Healthcare – April 27th
· Rome Hospital – May 3rd
· Community Memorial Hospital – May 5th
In addition to reference services and interlibrary loan, Sally will be actively marketing the circuit program throughout all three facilities. The Committee made several suggestions including setting up a laptop in the staff cafeteria to promote services, and having business cards made.

2006-2007 HLSP Budget: Penelope presented the 2006-07 budget to the Committee for review. From NYS, CLRC will receive approximately $30,940 for the MISP program and $66,400 for the HLSP. Last year, the Council received $61,581 for the HLSP. Some monies from the HLSP grant and the contract fees from the three circuit hospitals will be allocated to administer the circuit program. CLRC will also use some of the HLSP grant money to purchase a laptop for the Circuit Librarian and to pay for cell phone charges that Sally accrues while working. See the attached budget for a detailed breakdown of the 2006-07 budget.
OVID/LWW: This year the LWW collection was priced at $25,812 for our region (through WALDO). The 2005-06 HLSP grant contributed $16,000 toward the total cost with hospital libraries making up the difference. The Committee will begin to review usage statistics to see if we want to renew this subscription in January 2007.

Stat!Ref: Stat!Ref is up for renewal on May 17th. Nancy provided the Committee with usage statistics for each title. In looking at the titles for 2006-07, Gary asked if Nancy could find out if the 2006 edition of the Red Book would be available. Nancy will begin a discussion electronically to see what titles in this subscription the group wants to continue with.

Harrison’s Online: Through Nylink, this will be up for renewal in July 2006. The price will be approximately $1,300. Nancy will poll the group electronically to see if they want to renew or cancel this subscription.
Other: Ellie Sheldon of St. Joseph’s College of Nursing will be retiring in June. Gary will be sending out a party announcement via email. The Committee wishes to thank Ellie for her years of service to the HLSP Committee and wishes her the best in her retirement.
