Review of minutes from January 18, 2007  

· The minutes were amended to read:  “SUNY Upstate does not participate in the CLRC LWW consortium as it has its own LWW contract.”

Budget 
· Discussion of 2007-2008 HLSP budget. Penelope will report to the Committee when state funding amounts are known. The discussion was based on 06/07 budget with projections for 07/08.

Medical Circuit Librarian: 
· Up-to-date CD will be installed on Angela’s laptop.  One license is estimated $1,500 - $1,800 annually.  It was suggested to offer trial use at hospitals.

· Doody’s Electronic Journals will cost $425 for MCL.  Angela will contact Doody’s to see if CLRC may receive regional pricing and put the link on the CLRC website.  If not, CLRC will research consortial pricing.

· If regional pricing is not possible, Penelope will send out a notice to CLRC eliciting consortial interest in Doody’s. 

· Doody’s is a good tool for reviews and collection development. 

MLA Consumer Health Certification 
·  Angela is taking an online class on Evidence-Based Medicine and on Alternative Medicine. The HLSP will cover cost of classes (length of time for certification is estimated to be 2 years).
