The meeting was called to order 9:40 AM.
Last meeting’s minutes: Moved (Gale Barone) / Seconded (Bette Jean Ingui) / Approved unanimously.
Action Items:

· Sara: clarify database access for Doody’s and email Jim with information
· Penelope: send Go Local to Al Stirpe so he can see how his money is being used
· CLRC: research CE costs/dates
Budget:

· Potential financial catastrophe averted – only an 8% cut
· CLRC did not include Stat!Ref in current budget; CLRC has already allocated funds to pay for it from last year

· Continuing Education

· Increase in Continuing Education funds (help from SCLRC)

· Left Angela conference funds so she can use some CE

· General CLRC budget has a CE line to meet the various needs of CLRC’s constituents

· HLSP could still get mid-year cuts - Valesky’s member item ($50,000) will help cover shortfall
· HLSP costs $75,000 – but reviewed every line in the budget ( and used as many cost saving measures as possible

· Angela’s computer is recycled from the lab

· Kept her mileage in ( cost of commuting to HLSP libraries
· Miscellaneous line in budget helps cover any future cuts (such as supposed cuts at mid-year)

· Databases

· CLRC used to chargeback for databases but now they are free

· CLRC’s Board approved current budget – so there will be no chargeback this year, but the CLRC cannot ensure that they won’t charge in the future
· May be CLRC needs to use/teach about databases and their impact / use because CLRC pays for them
Stat!Ref
· Need to renew the subscription, so HLSP committee must consider whether they want to keep individual journals; Stat!Ref costs $5200/year or $1.50/search

· Kristine Delaney at Crouse Hospital wants AORN Standards: Perioperative Standards
· Usage statistics are good – want to keep the subscription

· CLRC should send out a survey to libraries with the statistics, asking which journals to keep
· What about substituting free resources, i.e. dictionaries

Continuing Education

· First choice: Creating Online Tutorials ( market so it appeals to a wide variety of librarians
· Second choice: Health Literacy and librarians
· NLM provides speakers; CLRC will find out the costs for each because it may be possible to offer two workshops or one workshop twice depending on the cost and interest

Circuit Report
· Nothing new
· Angela receives more phone calls asking for help

· Oneida: construction is ongoing ( still on schedule, so the library will move mid-summer

· All HLSP contracts sent out; Angela hand-delivered to Hamilton
· Computer issues in Oneida: Angela has access to her CLRC email account even though she’s not supposed to; in August, they’ll have wi-fi which will help her computer issues
· Populating Go Local

· Focused on hospital contact information
· Upstate ( also working on Go Local, but using Google Docs right now to consolidate information
· NLM will review Go Local entries
· Need to send the database to Stirpe, so he can see how his money is being used
