Hospital Library Services Committee

May 13, 2010 9:30 AM

The meeting was called to order at 9:36 AM.

Minutes from March 11 2010: 
The January minutes were approved. Moved [Gale Barone] / Seconded [Bette Jean Inqui]. Approved unanimously.

Budget:

CLRC does not have any real numbers. We have anticipated a 4.6% cut from the 2009 mid-year total. Our usual allocation is around $70,000 so have lost over $15,000. The anticipated budget was approved by the Finance and Executive Board 5/12/10. A member item from Senator Valesky for $50,000 had been given, to be spent by June. So far, we have not received the money but if/when it is given, $10,700 would be allocated to HLSP. CLRC will still need to charge back 10% for electronic resources.  
Two CE workshops have been written into the LSTA training grant, so the CE line has been eliminated. The CLRC lab is getting new laptop computers so one of the old ones will be recycled for the circuit program so the computer line is eliminated. Mileage will be kept in. CLRC’s management cost has been reduced.  Circuit program is a priority; current cost is $17,000, which is less than the cost prior to CLRC taking over the management of the program.  LWW increases won’t be known until Nov; 10% increase was budgeted. StatRef has been reduced to one user access at a time so the cost is less than last year. Doody’s renews in July;  10% inc was budgeted. 
Gale moved to accept the budget; Sandra seconded. Approved.
Nancy has written in LSTA funds for 2 CE workshops. One early fall, one Jan-Feb; one in Syracuse, one in Utica. 
Circuit Report
Provided articles for root cause analysis to CMH. Also provided Dr. Young with articles for two lectures. A new library computer has been ordered. The hospital is going to go live with a new digital scanning system and is purchasing new computers for that. So, with the caveat that the software to view the digital scanned medical records is added, the library gets one of the new ones. 


Created a display about library services for RMH's quarterly physicians meeting, and attended the "cocktail hour." Offered a class on the available online resources at RMH. Had one enthusiastic attendant.

Received the Go Local database of entries for the CLRC region.

StatRef has been renewed for one year but at the one-consecutive-user level. We will monitor turnaways to see, if funding allows, if we need to move back to the two- consecutive-user level. I would also like volunteers to help look into the subject coverage we currently have with StatRef and what alternative vendors have to offer.

Integrating Web 2.0 Technologies  6 votes

“Once librarians and information professionals identify Web 2.0 tools and services as useful, there are many challenges involved for successful implementation. This course will focus on the integration of these emerging technologies into academic, medical, and hospital library settings. Content will include an exploration into the value of these tools, examples of current creative uses, and strategies for implementation and evaluation. Course lecturers will use a combination of lecture slides, case studies, and hands-on simulations in order to equip course participants with the tools necessary to effectively collaborate with IT staff for successful integration of these services in their institutions. The primary goal of this course is to enable library professionals to better communicate and collaborate over the implementation of Web 2.0 technologies within their library setting. At the end of the course participants will be able to identify Web 2.0 technology projects appropriate for their environments as well as understand the needs and demands these projects may place on their IT infrastructure.”

“Library patrons continue to explore the internet to locate health information. It is vital that librarians provide guidance for these patrons to quality health websites whenever possible. This hands-on class will provide attendees with a basic understanding of literacy issues and how these relate to seeking health information. At the end of this CE activity participants will have skills to guide patrons with ranging literacy skills to reliable health website destinations.”
