1. Minutes from April 28, 2005: Motion to approve:  Kris Hogan.  Seconded and unanimously approved.

2. Stat! Ref Update/Renewal (Nancy Howe): Stat! Ref will automatically update Redbook to the 2006 edition when it becomes available. Collection will remain the same and is in effect immediately. CLRC will pay with operating funds and then reimburse the operating fund  when state the HLSP Grant is received.

3. Harrison’s Online Renewal (Nancy Howe): Nancy contacted Rob Karen at WALDO to see if it would be cheaper to receive Harrison’s through OVID rather that McGraw-Hill . Rob indicated that CLRC is getting a better price from McGraw-Hill (through Nylink) than what OVID could offer us.

Deborah Hailston discussed Nancy’s presentation at the ILL workshop held at the beginning of June, and commended her for the excellent job she did in reviewing the NOVEL databases.

4. Interlibrary Loan Workshop Report: Kathleen Salsbury Levering gave a presentation on copyright, especially in regard to digital images. Jon Penn covered changes from OCLC including  record deflection. Kris discussed problems and comments related to ILLiad.  . Nancy described the breakout  sessions which were a panel discussion about tips and tricks for interlibrary loan, and the NOVEL databases overview. Andy Kitzmann gave a presentation on the Erie Canal Museum, including what is held in the library. It was also announced that there will be a guided tour of the Museum (including lunch and a brief presentation on the history of the Canal and Museum) on August 21, 2006. CLRC will be sending out a flier before the end of June.
