Budget

· Discussion of 2007-2008 HLSP budget. Penelope had distributed the budget previous to the meeting.  The cost of Stat!Ref is less than anticipated; Penelope will amend the budget and redistribute. 

· If enough libraries are interested in purchasing Doody’s Electronic Journals, funds may be available to purchase a one-year subscription for all participants.  The subscription will be reviewed on a year-to-year basis and will be funded only if grant funds are available.  The 2007-2008 budget will be amended to renew Doody’s next year.

Medical Circuit Librarian Report
· Up-to-date CD has been installed on the MCL laptop and is now being used at all three circuit hospitals.  Angela is using it to promote current awareness and ease of reference.  

· Angela finished her first class earning three credits towards a Consumer Health Certification.

· Several promotional items have been ordered, a better version of the logo is needed.  Penelope will research this.

· Angela has created memos on “hot” topics and also has a blog.  She will send the link out to the committee.

· Rome:  Angela helped to set up a book fair at the hospital and also attended a Director’s meeting.  Several of the directors commented on the service they had received from the Medical Circuit Librarian.

· Angela reported that the circuit hospitals were very pleased to have access to AHFS drug information, as requested.

· CLRC’s current technology blogger, Bill Drew, is leaving Morrisville State University for a new job at TC3.  David Rothman, Community General Hospital, will be the new technology blogger.  Penelope will announce this in July.  David will begin blogging in late July.
Continuing Education

· The MLA credit workshop, “Proving your Worth,” will be held on June 15 and will be offered in conjunction with the South Central Regional Library Council.  Participation is disappointingly low and Penelope encouraged all committee members to promote the workshop to increase attendance.  Nancy offered to pay for the workshop for all the hospital liaisons but none responded.  

· To plan the 2007-2008 MLA workshop the committee suggested using the list of possible workshops already created for the 2006-2007 survey.  In addition, the committee was asked to consult the MLA website for more suggestions and let Penelope know if additional titles need to be added to the list.
· Deborah attended the ILL workshop on June 1 and found it very informative. 

Other Items

· Penelope reported that she has promotional items from Gary’s recent workshop to give away.  Angela took them for the circuit hospitals.

· Penelope will participate in a conference call regarding Go Local, a local health information initiative from the National Library of Medicine.  The committee asked Penelope to express their interest in partnering in this project.

· CLRC is now strictly enforcing its registration policy.  The policy may be found on the CLRC website.  If attending a workshop or event, please register early and ensure that CLRC receives payment at least a week ahead.
