Hospital Library Services Program Committee Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 9:35 AM.

Last meeting’s minutes: Moved [Gale Barone] / Seconded [Angela Thor] / Approved with slight changes
Action Items:
Penelope:

· Find out information about Annual Senior Health Fair, and the possibility of CLRC hosting a booth.

· Ask if local libraries will participate in the NYU study determining the role of librarians in clinical decision making.

Budget:

· Penelope handed out a budget that included all spending through June 2009.
· Currently, HLSP is in a new fiscal year, but CLRC has not received the funds from the state yet to continue the program. CLRC is spending down the remaining funds from last year’s HLSP and is covering Angela’s salary until New York State sends the grant money.
· HLSP program staying within budget.
· Stat!Ref subscription will be paid out using last year’s funds for this year, which is saving money.
· OCLC line in the budget covers all three circuit hospitals, but Angela and Nancy discussed consolidating the three separate OCLC accounts into one.
· $500 from Miscellaneous budget line was used to help pay for a study by NYU looking at the importance of librarians on clinical decision making. The Miscellaneous budget line has traditionally been budget surplus in case of emergencies and unexpected budget cuts.
· Circuit hospitals’ costs to participate in the HLSP grant increased about three years ago; membership dues for CLRC increased recently. There has been no discussion at CLRC to increase the costs of the circuit hospitals participation.
Continuing Education:

· Nancy tried to contact the speaker for the committee’s first CE choice, Creating Online Tutorials in under Thirty Minutes, but Nancy received no response. When Nancy contacted the speaker for the second choice, consumer health literacy, the speaker, Ruth Smith, was ecstatic. Nancy and Ruth Smith are trying to decide on a date, preferably in September.
· Combating information Fatigue, hosted at CLRC by the VA, was a success. Angela liked the added links to more information.  CLRC and the VA are interested in hosting this CE again.
Circuit Librarian’s Report:

· Oneida:
· The hospital passed Joint Commission reaccreditation
· Oneida is still under construction; the library, dictation room, and the physician’s lounge have been moved. Angela weeded the library’s collection before its move.
· Angela still has internet connections to “illegal” sites.

· Community
· The hospital is moving the library; to where and when, Angela does not know.

· Angela weeded the library collection at Community.

· Rome

· Angela met the new nursing graduates and will give a class in the fall about how to use the internet resources at Rome.
· Two people at Rome came for training in Stat!Ref by Angela.
· Angela answered questions from hospital patients about their medical needs.
· Go Local

· 678 records ready, NLM approval pending; NLM still planning on going live with Go Local in September.
· NLM is more concerned about coverage in all areas and fields than about quantity.

· Upstate’s Go Local records are housed in a GoogleDocs database that has grown exponentially. Upstate is working on adapting them and plans to add the first portion of their database (skilled nursing facilities) to Go Local soon.
· The records in Go Local will come up for reevaluation a year after their creation.

· Al Stirpe is a supporter of the project, so he is a possibility for future funding sources.
· Marketing of Go Local has been planned by NLM, and there will be handouts from Rochester to market the product. Also, librarians can speak at senior centers, public libraries can link to Go Local, and CLRC can have a booth at the local Annual Senior Health Fair.
Other:

· Rome Hospital does not plan to seek Joint Commission accreditation again due to the expense, hassle, and neglect of the library. Rome is considering other evaluation options, such as Healthcare Facilities Accreditation Program (HFAP) and Six Sigma. Many hospitals in the region are switching from the Joint Commission to other forms of accreditation. AMMENDMENT: Rome is currently accredited for the next three years with the Joint Commission. (9/28/09)
· ILL workshop: enjoyed the portion on copyright.
· MISP funds: 
· As far as Penelope knows, MISP will continue. CLRC has not yet received MISP money.
· CLRC is looking for alternatives, i.e. free materials.
· CLRC may be a pilot site for an ILLiad project. As a pilot site, CLRC’s small hospital member libraries will be able to use CLRC’s account to ILL and search. Penelope is waiting for more information.
