The meeting was called to order at 10 AM.

Approval of December 9, 2008 Minutes: Moved [Nancy Virgil-Call] / Seconded [David Stokoe]. Approved unanimously.

Old Business:

Environmental Monitoring Project:

· We’re right on schedule according to Michelle Phelps. Michelle has received the information from everyone but the Erie Canal Museum.

· There was a slight problem: PEM could not handle the date change to 2009. IPI found the problem and sent out a patch to fix the code that caused the problem.  This problem did not really affect many of the participants, as they had already sent their data before December 31, 2008.

· Next workshop is on March 17 at Utica College: Disaster Planning. Grant money allows participating members to send people for free. Nancy Virgil-Call said that on the part of Utica, everything is on schedule: room, food, etc.).

· Ben Keller is coming to present about fire extinguishers. There will be, weather permitting, a hands on demonstration with fire extinguishers outside.

· SU has been doing workshops with books in water. Perhaps they could hold repeat sessions with those interested – it will help teach about preservation. CLRC can help advertise.

· Next workshop: April 15 – Dealing with Donors. It is a half-day workshop scheduled from 9 am-2 pm at Fayetteville library. The meeting can start at about 9:30 am to allow Fayetteville to open as well as participants in the workshop to get coffee. Everything will be set up by Fayetteville.

· David Stokoe will talk about deciding how much conservation and processing the collection will take, and if the receiving libraries will have the funds and staff power to deal with the collection.

· Andy will discuss finessing the donor, which will include legal release forms, how to refuse a collection, etc.

Bookmarks:

· Series of bookmarks will be available to member libraries, including family papers, clothing/textiles, and artifact preservation.

· The cost will be $5 / 60 bookmarks plus postage (if necessary). Have to order in quantities of 60. There will be the option of downloading directly from the CLRC site, if the member libraries do not want to order

· The option of the bookmarks will be open to the DHP constituents who are not members

· Maybe another bookmark can be created – electronic preservation – DVDs, CDs, and VHS? Meg VanPatten will help Susan Hughes with the text

· Susan Hughes will create an order form for libraries to use to order the printed copied from the CLRC.

New Business:

Preservation Resources:

· Links changed – Susan fixed broken links

· Susan added many links to the site because she found so many useful resources.

· CNY Disaster Recovery Page was tweaked; Susan added links and resources.

Oral History Workshop:

· Susan created a survey to send with an email to heads of member libraries. The heads will then pass the survey on to the appropriate staff member to fill out.

· The point of the survey is to establish what type of oral history collections are out there, who has an interest in the workshops, and what should be covered in the workshops. It is about time to transition media of the oral histories from VHS or tapes to a digital format or CDs.

· The results should be turned in by March 31st.

· Maybe it would be possible after the survey and workshop to do another consortial grant application, because the survey and workshop will lend credence to the grant.

· Although the survey is very focused, it will be possible to broaden it once interest has been established.

· If there is problems with either the email draft or the survey draft, the committee will email corrections.

Other:

· Reschedule the Environmental Monitoring committee meeting for May 8th? Susan will send out an email to see if this is possible.
