Discussion followed on the proposals.  Estimate for grant project services would be covered by grant funding; however, Susan expressed concern about proposal for pre-grant workshop and info session; proposal does not conform to committee’s intent for the afternoon session, therefore Susan will contact Michele Phillips to clarify.  Susan will also be discussing proposal fee with Penelope Klein, as her approval is needed for presenter fee; once everything is in place, Susan will schedule a room.  As Michele tentatively agreed to several dates at the last meeting, Judy will check availability at Liverpool Library and let Susan know.
