Minutes of April 18, 2007 – Approved.  Joanne, moved; Judy, seconded.

4. Old business

· Scrapbook workshop, May 24: Susan reported that the workshop went very well; there were almost 30 in attendance.  The evaluations were overwhelmingly positive and Deb Wender, from NEDCC, was very pleased with the accommodations and noted that she will be speaking with Barbara Lilley about this.  Susan has not yet received the invoices from the Library for food services and parking.

· Environmental Monitoring grant project: Susan has been in touch with Michelle Philips regarding estimates we received for workshop.  Apparently there was some miscommunication as Michelle thought she was to teach a workshop on how to use Climate Notebook in September and has send us an estimate for that.  After Susan spoke with her, everything was straightened out and we are only contracting with her for a morning workshop in Introduction to Environmental Monitoring.  The workshop will be held September 19 at Liverpool Public Library (Judy has already booked the Community Room for us).  It will be followed by an afternoon session discussing the grant project and encouraging institutions to sign up to be part.  Discussion followed on the workshop fee.  Michelle’s fee is $950, plus mileage.  We hope to have 20-35 institutions participate in the grant project.  The Committee decided that the fee should be $45, lunch will not be included, nor will there be a cost break for previous grant participants as staff may have changed and there will be some new information at this workshop.  Marketing for participation will be through CLRC website, CNYDHP, CNYLIB, Archives list and MidYork (Susan); Book Arts list and Cons Dist list (David), and UHA (Andy).   Susan will prepare a press release and forward it to the committee.  Participants must be in the CLRC region, however.
